Cassandra Shore is a world renowned performer and instructor.  She has made over twenty research trips to the Middle East, investigating Egypt, Turkey, Greece, and North Africa in her search for cultural understanding, authentic dance techniques, and inspiration.  She has studied ( and continues to study) with many of the finest teachers and choreographers of Middle Eastern dance, including Mahmoud Reda, director of the Reda Group, Cairo, Egypt, and former Under Secretary of Culture; Mohammed Khalil, former director of the National Folklore Group of Egypt; Vivian Hamamjian; former member of Caracalla Ballet, Beirut; Ragia Hassan, choreographer to Egypt’s top dance stars and former member of the Reda Group; and the late Ibrahim Farrah, director of the Near East Ensemble, NYC, the first professional Middle Eastern dance performing company in the US.
Today, Cassandra is known as a master teacher, star performer, and creative artist in the field of Middle Eastern dance. Her work has been rewarded with grants, commissions, and awards. She offers workshops, concerts, and master classes worldwide, teaching and performing in locations such as Egypt, Morocco, Finland, Great Britain, Germany, Austria, New Zealand, as well as the United States and Canada.

Cassandra will teach a variety of movement combinations to music that “fits”, and then tailor some of those same combinations to a different musical “feel’, so you can learn how to tailor them for your own musical choices.  Students will work with and without finger cymbals and veils for entrance, or anywhere, in your show. Please bring your cymbals and a veil. If you do not have cymbal experience, you may still attend this class, and learn all the combinations using your beautiful arms!
3:30 to 5:30 – Folkloric Moroccan Sheikhatt     The Sheikhatt are the professional public dancers of the Magreb (Western North Africa) and their style of music and dance is earthy, vigorous, and distinct from Egyptian style soloist dance. Please bring a triangular scarf to dance with and cymbals for a short tutorial of Sheikhatt cymbal playing. Sheikhatt dancers dance, sing, play a small drum or finger cymbals, do specialized footwork and “hand ballets”, to entertaining their audience.  It is mainly improvisational, with some rough choreographic figures done by groups that work together regularly. Cassandra will discuss the cultural background and context of this dance, and then you will experience the earthy movements for yourself!
